captures not only Alex Lifeson’s tone, but also his phrasing and musical intent. Marc Girard, an accomplished bassist, sound
engineer, and record producer, oversees every sonic detail, ensuring the RUSH catalog is reproduced with studio-level accuracy.

Experience

With more than 10 years as a band and over 50 years of
combined professional experience, the trio brings musical
depth and maturity to the stage. Having grown up immersed
in RUSH’s music, the repertoire is second nature to them.

Audience feedback is consistent: the band’s on-stage
enjoyment resonates with crowds, and even casual listeners
connect with the performance.

Technical

New World Men delivers a large-scale concert experience in
a wide range of venues. A custom live camera and video
system brings arena-style production value to smaller halls,
while a flexible, technology-driven setup allows the band to
scale seamlessly from outdoor festivals to intimate
theatres.

The focus is not visual impersonation, but faithfully
recreating the energy and sound of a RUSH performance.
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New World Men was formed in the summer of 2014 and has since performed
hundreds of shows, many of them sold out.

The project began in the winter of 2014 when Marc Girard, encouraged by Martin
Levac (widely regarded as one of the world’s leading Phil Collins interpreters), set out
to create a RUSH tribute focused on musical authenticity and technical precision. He
joined forces with guitarist Frank Larouche to faithfully recreate the RUSH live
experience.

The lineup was solidified with the addition of drummer and vocalist Matt Grou, whose
ability to handle both Neil Peart’s drumming demands and Geddy Lee’s vocal range
defines the band’s identity.

Designed by
bassist/keyboardist and software developer Marc Girard, the automated
camera and video setup is fully synchronized with the performance. The five-
camera configuration captures key musical moments in real time, enhancing
the audience experience. The system continues to evolve, with lighting
automation currently in development.

Inspired by RUSH’s approach to stage production, this streamlined setup
provides strong visual impact while maintaining efficient load-in and setup
times. The result is a polished, technically coordinated performance that
appeals to both dedicated fans and new audiences.
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New World Men delivers RUSH’s sound and energy with precision, combining technical skill with
multimedia innovation.

With over 25 years in the music industry as a sound engineer, producer,
and bassist, Marc has worked with artists including Paul McCartney,
Simple Plan, and Cirque du Soleil. His background in progressive rock and
audio production shapes the band’s sonic identity.

Matt performs the dual role of drummer and lead vocalist, executing Neil
Peart’s complex drum parts while delivering Geddy Lee’s demanding vocal
lines with accuracy and control.

A graduate in music from Université de Montréal, Frank is a versatile multi-
instrumentalist and educator with extensive teaching experience. His
attention to detail allows him to faithfully interpret Alex Lifeson’s distinctive
playing style.
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New World Men has built a strong touring presence across
North America, performing over 100 shows across five Canadian
provinces and two U.S. states.

The band has sold more than 30,000 tickets, demonstrating
consistent audience demand across venues of varying
capacities.

It all started by chance a year and a half ago: a project to create a tribute to RUSH with
long-time friends, followed by the recording and release of a version of "Tom Sawyer" on
YouTube. The reception was good. New World Men was born.

"Our mandate is to reproduce the band's sound universe, not their look. We keep our own
personalities," explains Mathieu Groulx.

In any case, reproducing RUSH's music is already no small feat. Any music lover knows
that. RUSH fans do too, and you won't get away with much easily. "We do a lot of
production work, in addition to being very meticulous about details, because the fans will
notice."

And RUSH fans are always there. "They love RUSH. Period. We have spectators who have
seen us six or seven times."

The three musicians in the tribute band are, of course, huge RUSH fans.
"Discovering RUSH was a turning point in our teenage lives. The band reignited the flame."

Mathieu Groulx might soon be anticipating another turning point, as the original band's
drummer, the legendary and almost inimitable Neil Peart, is reportedly considering
retirement. This time it's for real, as he had already put his professional activities on hold
after his son's death.

A situation that would be to New World Men's advantage, as they would continue to play
RUSH on stage. "Our goal is to reproduce the sound and atmosphere of the original
recordings" says Mathieu Groulx with a laugh, nervous a few days before a show in
L'Assomption.

"We create magical moments for people. They don't come to see RUSH, they come to hear
RUSH and see us. Out of nostalgia and love," summarizes the 33-year-old drummer, who
teaches yoga when he's not playing in venues.

THE PROFESSOR’ PASSES AWAY: RUSH DRUMMER NEIL PEART DIES AT AGE 67

Mathieu Groulx, singer and drummer of the band New World Men, which pays tribute to
RUSH, was in shock when he learned the news.

The band received the news just a few hours before taking the stage at the Centre d’art
La Chapelle in Québec City.

“Neil Peart is a defining drummer in the history of music. He is an icon, much like John
Bonham of Led Zeppelin. He had a musical vocabulary all his own and did things that
were uncommon. He left a lasting mark on rock music with his style, influenced
thousands upon thousands of drummers, and was also an outstanding lyricist. We are all
shaken,” he said in a telephone interview.
